Europe:

* As of today, 306 295 HIV+ individuals have been registered including 97
584 with AIDS and 43 206 died due to HIV/AIDS.

PWID

e Large cohort study “Assessment of HIV prevention effectiveness among
Injection Drug Users in Ukraine” conducted in 2013-2015 in 11 randomly
chosen cities of Ukraine involved HIV- 2 285 PWIDs who were clients of HIV
prevention program.

The Goal of the Study:
* This is a secondary data analysis of baseline data to determine the risk

factors of HCV infection in PWID.

Methods:
* Logistic regression analysis to evaluate the association between various

PWID characteristics and HCV status at the enrollment into the study
cohort.

Results:

*  Number of records included into analysis — 2156

e 47% are HCV+

* Injecting homemade and street opioids is significantly associated with the HCV infection

e Age and duration of drug use had significant effect on HCV prevalence

Conclusion:

PWID, using opioid drugs, have higher chances of having HCV infection comparative to non-opioid
PWID. Our findings underline the importance of further investigation of HCV infection determinants
in PWID for adequate public health strategies planning and implementation.
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
